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(by subtracting 2 from both sides, or by taking the ‘+2’ from the left- to the right-hand-side of the ‘>’ meaning it becomes ‘-2’) 
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(by writing ‘2’ as the ‘improper fraction’ ‘10/5’ so that it has the same denominator (bottom number) as ‘1/5’) 
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(by subtracting ‘10/5’ from ‘1/5’ by subtracting the numerators (top numbers): 1-10 = -9)
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(by dividing both sides by 3, or ‘cross-multiplying’).

Writing in words we say that:

“x is greater than -3/5”.
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
